•	 1/2 cup grass fed butter (Kerry Gold or the Kirkland grass fed 

brand) ● 6 oz unsweetened baking chocolate, roughly chopped 
•	 1 cup coconut sugar 
•	 2 tsp pure vanilla extract 
•	 4 large eggs, room temperature 
•	 6 tbsp cacao powder 
•	 1/4 tsp salt 

The Ganache: 
•	 4 oz dark chocolate or chocolate chips (paleo-friendly if needed, 

I used enjoy life brand) ● 1/2 cup coconut milk (you want to get 
this from the asian cooking section, its canned coconut milk)

 
INSTRUCTIONS: 

1. Prepare the Cake - Preheat your oven to 350°F and lightly 
grease or line a cake pan (I used a silicone cake mold so that 

it’s easier to get out of the pan once it’s done baking and 
cooled). In a heat-safe bowl, melt the butter (or ghee) 
with the chopped unsweetened chocolate until smooth. 
Let cool slightly. Whisk in the coconut sugar and vanilla 
extract. Add the eggs one at a time, mixing well after 

each addition. Stir in the cocoa powder and salt until fully 
combined and smooth. 

2. Bake - Pour the batter into your prepared pan and smooth 
the top. Bake for 20–25 minutes, or until the center is just set. The 
cake will still be soft and fudgy…this is what you want.
