Why Finding the Right 
Support Has Become 
So Complicated
In many communities, conversations about 
mental wellness are happening more openly 
than they used to. Parents talk about stress 
on the sidelines of kids’ activities. Friends 
mention therapy over coffee. Colleagues 
acknowledge burnout at work.

COMMUNITY MATTERS

I T ’ S  B E C O M E  E A S I E R  to talk about mental health, but not necessarily 
easier to find your way through it. Awareness has grown, yet many 
people are still unsure how to take the next step. That’s something 
Lauren and Katie began noticing over time, through their work and 
in everyday life across their community.

Lauren saw it in her work as a therapist. People waited months 
hoping they’d found the right fit. Others were already in therapy, 
doing thoughtful work, and still wondered what else might support 
them, not because therapy wasn’t helping, but because growth often 
brings new questions. Katie noticed the same pattern in healthcare. 

Patients frequently came 
in with physical concerns; 
fatigue, headaches, sleep 
disruption, digestive issues 
— that were closely tied 
to stress and emotional 
strain. Their experiences 
highlighted the deep 
connection between 
the mind and body, and 
how difficult it can be to 
maintain physical health 

without attention to mental wellness. Beneath those conversations 
was often a practical concern: How do I find help that actually fits, 
and how do I know where to start?

It became clear that mental health and wellness options had 
expanded quickly, while the systems to help people navigate them 
had not. Even finding traditional support like therapy, counseling, or 
coaching can feel confusing. Long waitlists, unfamiliar terms, and 
little guidance leave many people unsure how to choose. At the same 
time, many don’t realize there are additional approaches that could 
support them or how to learn about those options. When people 

don’t know what exists or how different forms of support work 
together, exploration often stops before it begins.

As working mothers raising three daughters each, Lauren and 
Katie felt this personally. They weren’t only thinking about the 
people they worked with professionally. They were thinking about 
friends, neighbors, families, and the examples their children were 
absorbing as they watched adults navigate stress, connection, and 
care. Those shared observations eventually led to the creation 
of Headquarters Mental Wellness. Not as a big statement, but as a 
practical response to what they kept seeing locally. Headquarters 
was designed to bring trusted mental wellness providers, services, 
and experiences together in one place, making it easier for people 
to see what’s available and explore different paths without feeling 
overwhelmed.

Just as importantly, Headquarters supports collaboration among 
the people who care for the community. When therapists, medical 
providers, coaches, and other practitioners know one another and 
work together, they’re better able to build supportive networks that 
extend beyond any one office or service. Headquarters also highlights 
community events and groups, spaces where people can connect, 
learn, and feel supported alongside others. Because mental wellness 
doesn’t only grow in private moments. It grows through shared 
experiences. This work developed over time. It grew from listening, 
paying attention, and noticing the same challenges surface again 
and again.
