for Any Night of the Week

Some of the best meals are the ones that don’t require a long ingredient list or hours in

the kitchen and this sausage and pepper pasta is exactly that. It’s the kind of dish you can

throw together on a busy weeknight, yet it still feels hearty, satisfying, and full of flavor.

INGREDIENTS

* 8 bell peppers, thinly sliced

* 2 red onions, thinly sliced

* 8 Italian chicken sausages,
sliced into rounds

* 11b pasta (any shape, I used
Rao’s Rigatoni Pasta)

* 3-4 cloves garlic, minced

* Olive oil (for sautéing)

* Salt and white pepper, to taste (white
pepper can add some spice)

* Optional: Italian seasoning

* Optional: Herbed extra virgin
olive oil, for finishing

WHAT MAKES
THIS RECIPE
STAND OUT IS

ITS BALANCE
Thinly sliced bell peppers
and red onions cook down
until soft and slightly
sweet, creating a light,
veggie-forward base.
Paired with savory ltalian
chicken sausage and your
favorite pasta, it becomes
a comforting meal that
doesn’t feel overly heavy.
It’s simple, colorful, and
incredibly versatile.

INSTRUCTIONS
1. Sauté the Vegetables. Heat a large skillet
(cast iron works great) over medium heat

with a drizzle of avocado or olive oil. Add the

sliced peppers and onions and sauté until
they begin to soften and cook down. Add
the minced garlic and cook until fragrant.

2. Prepare for the Oven. Preheat your
oven to 400°F. Slice the chicken sausage
into rounds and place them into a 9x13-
inch baking dish. Add the sautéed pepper
and onion mixture on top and mix together.
Cover with foil and place in the oven. Bake
for 20-30 minutes, or until the sausage is
fully cooked and the vegetables are tender.
3. Cook the Pasta. While the sausage and
vegetables are in the oven, bring a large pot
of water to a boil. Add a pinch of salt (Celtic
sea salt works great) and a drizzle of olive
oil. Cook the pasta until al dente, then drain.
4. Bring It All Together. Remove the baking
dish from the oven. Add the cooked pasta
directly into the dish and toss everything
together until well combined. Finish with

a drizzle of herbed extra virgin olive

oil and adjust salt and pepper to taste.

You can also sprinkle with parsley.

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4. Sleep. Don’t underestimate the importance of those eight
hours of zzz’s every night!
