These waffles are made with shredded sweet
potatoes, eggs, and a few simple seasonings. That’s
it. No flour, no fillers, just whole ingredients that
come together to create a lightly crisp exterior
with a soft, savory center. They hold up
beautifully to a juicy burger and add a subtle sweetness that pairs
perfectly with all your favorite toppings.

INGREDIENTS

* 3 cups shredded sweet potatoes

* 3eggs

e 1/4-1/2 tsp salt

» 1/4-1/2 tsp pepper (white pepper works great, can be a little
spicy to some)

» 1/2 tsp garlic powder

« 1/2 tsp onion powder

« Olive oil or avocado oil spray (for waffle maker)

INSTRUCTIONS

1. Prep the Sweet Potatoes - Peel the sweet potatoes and cut
them into chunks. Using a grater (a KitchenAid attachment works
great for this), shred the potatoes until you have about 3 cups.

2. Mix the Batter - In a large bowl, combine the shredded sweet
potatoes with the eggs, salt, pepper, garlic powder, and onion
powder. Mix until everything is evenly combined.

3. Heat the Waffle Maker - Preheat your waffle maker. A Dash
waffle maker (about 4 inches) works perfectly for this recipe. Be
sure to spray it well with olive oil or avocado oil. This step is key to
preventing sticking.

4. Cook the Waffles - Scoop the mixture into the waffle maker
and cook until the waffles are set and lightly crisp on the outside.
Repeat with the remaining mixture. This recipe yields about 8
small waffles.

5. Build Your Burger - Use the waffles just like you would a bun.
Add your favorite burger, toppings, and sauces, and enjoy.

These sweet potato waffles are proof that simple, whole
ingredients can completely transform a meal. Whether you're
looking to switch things up or just use what you have on hand,
this is an easy, satisfying option that doesn’t sacrifice flavor, just
reimagines it.
